SPECIFICATIONS

The applicant agrees to comply with all the rules and regulations of the Borough of Chatham,
and with these specifications, and the acceptance of the permit by the applicant shall be deemed
an agreement by the applicant, to abide by all the conditions as herein set forth and/or as

stipulated in the permit:

The use of the word Borough Engineer shall refer to the individual appointed to that position by
the governing body of the Borough of Chatham, or to the individual authorized to act on behalf
of the Borough Engineer.

GENERAL

Except in an emergency situation no work shall begin before 8:00 a.m. Mondays through
Saturdays, 9:00 a.m. on Sundays, and shall cease by 10:00 p.m. daily.

Traffic control is the responsibility of the contractor,

All road openings shall be backfilled in accordance with these specifications. Road openings
open longer than one working day shall plated and barricaded at the end of each work day. No

road opening shall be left unprotected.

In general, manholes, valve boxes, and similar structures shall be located outside of the traffic
lanes, (both present and future). When this is not possible, the frames and covers for same shall
be set 1/4 inch below the finished pavement surface and when located in the shoulder area, |

inch below the shoulder surface, however when pedestrian traffic is a consideration, they shall be
set absolutely flush with the pavement or shoulder.

Under no condition shall any installation be made through any storm sewer, catch basin, culvert
or bridge.
Stream crossings shall be at a distance from the centerline of the road to be determined by the

Borough Engineer in each instance. Encroachment application shall be secured from the New
Jersey Department of Environmental Protection Division of Water Policy and Supply by the

applicant,

Curbs, gutters, French drains, catch basins, pipes or any other roadway installations that are
removed, damaged or destroyed by the applicant or by the applicants agents shall be replaced at
the expense of the applicant, using new material.

The use of any bucket with teeth in removing dirt deposited on the pavement is forbidden.



EAVEMENT OPENINGS

Prior to construction the contractor shall obtain a roed opening permit from the Borough of
Chatham. The Barough Engineer will extimaie the amount of cash or certified check 1o be posied
by the Contractor.

(A} Flexible Povements

After the widih of trench had been determined, (he outlines shall be marked on the pavement. A
pavement cutter shall ten be used 1o cut through the pavement before the trench digging
machimery shall operate. In 50 far as they may apply, the gemeval specifications for shoulder
openings and for wench backfllling shall control the excavation and backfill of pavement

TPETLIES.

After the utility has been installed, the pavement shall be recul 6 inches outside of the trench
outline on each side, o to the width where all damaged pavement is rermowed.

Permancni pavement over the trenches shall consisi of 2 1.2 inches of bituminous siabilized base
course and | 172 inches of F.ALB.C. top. If emporary pavvement is required, then | 112 inches of
FABC-] shall be used for this purpose.

The initial cut musi be made on 3 siraight line with a paversent cutser. Al cuts are 1o be made at
an angle at between 45 and ¥ degrees with the center line of the road, unless the applicant hay
ohtained prior approval from the Borough Engineer 10 do otherwizse. In removing the concrete.
the reinforcing mods shall be severed af the middle points and bert back for re-use In making e
firal repair. Trench excavation, backfill and temporary repairs shall be made in the same manner
a3 prescribed for flexible pavemenis.

2, Thar when a roed opening (s made in a pavement andior shoulder, all restorstion
work shall be guarantoed against all failures which are the result of defective material and/or
poor workmanship fumishod by the spplicant, for a period of five (3) years afier the daic & final
pevement andior shoulder patch is made.

3. That when & road opening is made outside of the pavement and shoulder area, 2ll
restorstion work shall be gusrantoed against all failures which are the result of defective material
andior poor workmanship furnished by the applicant, for 2 period of three (3) years after said
restoration work is completed.

4 That if, in the judgment of the Borough Engincer, any corrective work must be
done duning the specific guanantes period doe 10 defects andfor failures, which are the result of
defoctive materials sndfor poor workmanship furnished by the applicant, the spplicant shall,
upos receipt of notice from the Borough Dngineer, complete such comective woark within such
time as may be specified by the Borough Engincer. Failure by the applicant s comply with such
request shall be cause for the Borough of Chatham to petition the applicanr's sare1v 1o take action
satisfaciory to the Borough Eagincer and Borough of Chatham

Failure of the applicant o do the corrective work shall also be cause for the Borough of Chathem
to withhold zpproval on any pending and‘or future applications by said applicant or principals of
s2id applicant until the comrective work has becn completed 1o the satisfaction of the Borough
Engineer.

The decision of the Borough Engincer shall be final on any and all work performed under the
permit.
