Resolution #16-09
The minutes for the April 4, 2016 meeting were approved as amended.

Public Comment
There was none.

Discussion Items
Mosquito Update
Ms. Gulla distributed and discussed a hand-out entitled “Common Backyard Mosquito Sources” created by the Morris County Division of Mosquito Control.  The hand-out showed common mosquito breeding places found on a typical suburban property.  Ms. Gulla noted that an electronic copy was sent to Robin Kline, the Borough Clerk, asking that she put this hand-out on the Borough web site, or at least tweet it. 

Ms. Gulla also suggested that perhaps Ms. Kline could put the hand-out on an Everbridge Alert for Chatham Borough residents.  A link could be provided for further information.

Mrs. McCabe suggested that the local schools should be alerted on how to prevent mosquito breeding areas.

Ms. Gulla reported on a new death-trap device for mosquitos, using material from discarded tires.

Ms. Gulla noted that additional tips on mosquito control can be found on the Morris County Mosquito Commission’s website.  For updates on the Zika virus, people can pull up the CDC website.


Further Updates
Ms. Gulla reported that the drug-free communities grant that was applied for did not get approved.  Fortunately, there’s still another year of mentoring grants available, so Ms. Bringaard’s work is not immediately affected.

Ms. Gulla also reported that all the data is completed for the Age 55 & Over Survey recently distributed by CREEHS.  An almost a perfect distribution was achieved from the three surveyed towns (Chatham Borough, Township and Madison).  The target number was reached.  Ms. Gulla distributed invitations to the Board members inviting them to the “Tri Town +55 Coalition’s Community Forum” to be held Wednesday, May 25, 2016, 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m., Gloria Dei Lutheran Church 300 Shunpike Rd., Chatham Twp., NJ.   Local officials will also be invited.  Additional flyers will be given out to the public, particularly Age 55+ residents are especially welcome.  The data of the survey will be presented at this event.

Ms. Gulla reported that the CREEHS Coalition will be meeting next week.  Using the data from the Age 55+ Survey, the Coalition will decide on 20 priorities.  At the Tri-Town Forum on May 25th, an effort will be made to reduce the 20 priorities down to five.   Ms. Gulla noted that CREEHS may be able to be kept on board for the three towns, if the Phase Two Grant is applied for and obtained.

Ms. Gulla reported that there are currently two students from Rutgers University who have contracted Meningitis B.  They both have the same strain.  Westfield NJ has been contacted for vaccines.  Notification will be made for students interested in being vaccinated.

On other matters, Ms. Gulla distributed information on a Public Health Conference to be held on Thursday, May 19th.  It is entitled “How Do We Advocate to Improve Health”.  All the health associations around the state will gather at this conference.  The event will be held at Mercer Community College with a $15 registration fee for each participant.


Discussion on what action should be taken on food establishments who don’t renew their licenses on time
Ms. Gulla recommended an addendum be added to the Borough ordinance giving an actual penalty fee for the health inspectors to enforce when a food establishment is seriously late in paying their license fee.  The Board decided the penalty fee should be $100.  The correct language should be included in the ordinance.
Chrmn. DeRosa showed Board members the newly designed Food License Certificate created by Deputy Clerk Nadia Brigati.  Ms. Gulla reported that the Borough Clerk’s Office has also revamped the food licenses for the Fishawack Festival and the Farmer’s Market.

Regarding people who want to operate a home-based baking business, Ms. Gulla has encouraged them to find a kitchen that the Board of Health has already inspected and approved.  The Health Inspectors will meet with these people to visit the approved kitchen together and  review the correct procedures to follow.

R.E.H.S. Report
Mr. Samara reported on the inspections he had made during the month of April, 2016.  Chianti Pizza on Main Street is making progress on their Grand Opening.

Miscellaneous
Dr. Schaeffer reported on recent bear activities on his section of Fairmount Avenue.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Shendell discussed the meningitis vaccination situation at Rutgers University.  Vaccinations have not yet been offered to faculty members.  A common thread has not been discovered between the students who have recently contracted meningitis.  Students have been reminded to wash their hands on a regular basis and to be careful what they share with others.

Before adjourning, Chrmn. DeRosa gave an update on recent developments concerning the Madison Board of Health and Ms. Gulla.  Chrmn. DeRosa will be attending the next Madison Board of Health meeting with regard to the Board of Health contracts between the two towns.  She will also be meeting with Chatham Borough Attorney James Lott.  Chrmn. DeRosa felt strongly that Public Health was currently being disrespected by the Madison Board of Health.

At 8:30 p.m. the meeting adjourned.
