Trail Cleanup e.g. Passaic River

Chatham Borough Cleanup Day 2016

Kelley’s Pond
Chrmn. Murphy noted the recent problems that Kelley’s Pond is experiencing, especially its shrinkage.  The Commission should monitor this situation, and hopefully help out in some way.  

Fishawack Day – June 11th
Chrmn. Murphy reported that the Commission will be having a booth at the Festival.  She will touch base with Mr. Tancredi about using his tent and table.  Commissioners are needed to staff the booth during the Festival.  Mr. Robinson suggested, for booth hand-outs, free water test kits that can be done at home.  Home Depot has these type of kits.

Use of Neonicotinoids in Landscaping
Mr. Dey reported that the Borough Shade Tree has mailed out notices to residents concerning the Emerald Ash Borer.  One of the treatments suggested for Ash Borer is the use of a Neonicotinoid.  Mr. Dey will attend an upcoming Shade Tree meeting on May 17th  to discuss this concern.  Perhaps, someone certified, like Ernie Nash of Honor Tree Service should be invited to give this thoughts on this matter.
