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Planning
Based on last years exercise of prophylactic medication distribution it was decided to form our
own Medical Reserve Corps, (MRC).

The MRC is a component of the National Citizen Reserve Corps.

The Medical Reserve Corps is a major component of a local Point of Distribution, (POD).

If the mass distribution of prophylactic medications is required the services of the medical
community will be required. That would tax our county resources. In order to provide a better
service to our residents, the Borough has established our own POD at the Chatham Middle
School. The Boroughs plan and facility have been approved by the State Department of Health
and Senior Services.

With the assistance of the Board of Health and the Borough Mayor and Council we now have a
MRC operating under our Board of Health.

Drills and Exercises

This year the major exercise involved a lost person at Shepard Kollock Park and the use of our
Community Emergency Response Team, (CERT) members. A table top exercise was conducted.
A table top exercise is a round table discussion by participating members as to what is required
in the event of an actual event.



Several weeks later the CERT members planned and conducted an actual search of Shepard
Kollock Park. The National Incident Management System, (NIMS), was used to plan and run
this exercise.

After the exercise a critique was conducted.
The office of Emergency Management also participated the Morris County and local Board of

Health HYLER communication exercise. This was a test of the notification system from the
State Department of Health and Senior Services down to the local level of government.

Operating Plan

Our Emergency Operating Plan, (EOP), was submitted for review to the New Jersey State Police,
Office of Emergency Management. Chatham Borough’s EOP has been approved until April 30,
2011. This office continues to review and update our plan.

Assisted the Police Department in their plan review prior to the CLEA inspection.

Assisted Garden Terrace Nursing Home in a complete review of their Emergency Operating
Plan.

Emergency Operating Center

This year the Emergency Operating Center was not used for the full scale exercise. All
communications for that exercise were done in the field. RACES continues to test our
emergency operating systems.

Community Emergency Response Team

The CERT members continue to meet monthly, except for July and August.
The CERT members once again assisted at the Jaycee foot race.

This year in addition to having CERT members assist along the July 4™ Parade route, several
members were in the line of march.

The Newcomers Easter Egg Hunt was added to the list of assisted organizations this year.
The CERT members assisted at the annual Flu Clinic sponsored by the Board of Health.
All CERT members were trained in CPR and in the use of an automatic external defibrillator.

Each year the team continues to update their first aid and CPR skills.
