On other matters, Chrmn. DeRosa reported that she had invited Dr. Bowman, President of the Madison Board of Health, to attend a Chatham Borough Board of Health meeting.  Dr. Bowman couldn’t make tonight’s meeting, but will try and attend the Board’s September 8th meeting.

Chrmn. DeRosa also reported that the Borough Clerk’s Office issued 14 food vendor licenses were issued for this year’s Fishawack Festival.  Twenty food vendor licenses have been issued for Chatham Borough.

Ms. Trotman reported on what recently transpired with Minisink Swim Club and their snack bar food license.  Eventually, Minisink did obtain their licenses for the summer after submitting the necessary paperwork and passing inspections. 

Ms. Trotman noted that a local postman had been bitten by a dog.  The dog has been confined to Summit.

The meeting minutes of May 12, 2016 were approved as amended.

Zika Update
Dr. Shendell reported that this past Tuesday a Webinar was held by the School of Public Health at Rutgers, concerning Zika.  A taped version will soon be released.  Also, the NJ Association of Union County Health Officials will hold an event on Wednesday, June 22nd, focusing on what local health departments, either alone or in collaboration with federal and state agencies can do regarding Zika.  It’s a free event, but only two individuals per health department will be allowed to attend.

Mrs. McCabe noted that two tick-born diseases recently surfaced in Sussex County.

Chrmn. DeRosa distributed to Board members copies of the NJ Resource Book of the 2015 Department of Human Services, Division of Disability Services.   Assistant Borough Administrator Steve Williams was kind enough to provide these copies for Board members.
